BEACH ACCESS 
The City of Venice has opened beaches to reasonable recreational use. As of May 6, the city's 

published policy is:  "Chairs, coolers and umbrellas will also now be allowed, but all beachgoers 

are asked to maintain social distancing and keep groups to 10 or less, to slow the spread of 

coronavirus."  Our Golden Beach access area, though private property, follows the City of 

Venice's applicable recommendations and regulations.   

 

We strongly encourage members and their guests to display parking passes when using Golden 

Beach access parking.  Cars without passes are subject to ticketing and possible towing.  A 

subcommittee has been formed to address the use of parking passes and guest passes at the 

beach, and updated information will be forthcoming in future newsletters.  Remember that guest 

passes are only allowed for visitors who are staying within Golden Beach.   

 

Special Award: At the May GBAI board meeting, in recognition of his onging efforts to reduce 

abuse of our parking area and private beach access, Peter Virgilio was given a special award:
