Closed Until Further Notice

Florida was impacted by Tropical Storm Debby on Sunday August 4th and Monday August 5th.

For the most part, Venice and Golden Beach were fortunate and sustained minimal damages from
the storm. However Harbor Drive South
leading to Casperson Beach was severely
damaged. Sarasota County has closed the
road to Casperson until further notice, and a
timeline for repairs has not been established.

At the September Board of Directors meeting,
the possibility that the closure of Casperson
Beach would affect Golden Beach as
beachgoers search for alternative beach
access was discussed. The Board of Directors
will monitor the impacts of the Casperson
Beach closure on our neighborhood.

Season Reminder —
Sea Turtle Nesting

By ordinance, from May 1%to October 1% no lights are
allowed that are visible from the beach. If you see lights
shining on Venice beaches during nesting season, contact
Jim Davis at 941-468-7036. If you see a sea turtle or
hatchling in danger, call the Mote Marine Sea Turtle
Program at 941-388-4331 or the Venice Police
Department at 941-486-2444.

The gazebo cannot be reserved on holidays, or when Golden Beach is holding a neighborhood social
event. The schedule of reservations is posted in the bulletin board at the beach easement.

When you use the gazebo for an event, remember: only Golden Beach members or their
houseguests may park in the parking lot, and parking is limited to one vehicle at a time per
household. Because trash facilities are limited, we ask that you remove perishable trash when you
leave. Our beach access is shared and maintained by our community. Please use the facilities as you
would any treasured resource. Pick up your trash and, if it’s large, take it with you. And if you use
the picnic facilities, please clean up afterwards. You and your neighbors reap the benefits.
